Check in begins at 5:30 p.m. on Sunday’s and will be concluded at 7:00 p.m.  Please respect this time and plan travels accordingly.  Please eat supper before you arrive.

Check out is at 1 p.m. following the brunch meal on Friday’s.  Please plan your return travels around this time.

Where is the camp?  South Camp, Bemidji Minnesota.  

Directions to the camp: From Bemidji, South Camp is two miles south on Highway 71, then two miles southwest on Oak Hills Road.  Coming north on Highway 71, Oak Hills road is ¼ mile after Horace May Elementary School.                                

What does the cost of camp include?  Meals (Monday breakfast through Friday brunch), lodging, and programming. 

Adults:  One ADULT per five YOUTH will be expected and provided by you.  Adults MUST meet gender requirements.  (i.e.; you are a male youth minister and you have 2 girls and 3 guys registered.  You should provide yourself and one female adult) Please take this request seriously!  Youth ministers and adults attending must also register.  Names of adults attending with you are required no later than July 1st.    

Payment:  Will be made for balance due at the time of camp with ONE CHURCH CHECK.  Personal checks will NOT be accepted.  

Tuesday Night Variety Show  will be scheduled.  Please alert your youth and adults and encourage everyone to participate!

Offering will be taken at camp for expenses not covered by camper fees.

FLIP FLOPS will NOT be allowed at the Challenge Course or Games.  Please make sure everyone packs a pair of tennis shoes.

SPLASH CAMPS GUIDELINES

1. Youth are to stay inside the campgrounds at all times.

2. Any suspicion of possession of stolen property, illegal drugs, alcohol, chew or cigarettes will give permissible cause to search personal property.  If caught with any of the above named items OR in the company of those using the above named items, then notification of the youth director and parent/guardian with possible action of immediate dismissal from camp at the expense of the person caught will be carried out.

3. No electronic devices including walkie talkies and cell phones, etc., (except those used by the camp staff) will be allowed on the premises.

4. No males allowed in females quarters or bathrooms and no females allowed in males quarters or bathrooms.

5. There will be a lights out curfew set each evening that you will be expected to follow.

6. We ask that everyone (including adults) follow the posted daily schedules.

7. We ask that all youth and adults abide by the dress code listed for Splash Camps.

8. Staff housing is off limits to those attending camp.

9. Attitude is an IMPORTANT  element in Splash Camps, therefore:

     “In response to all that God has done for us, let us out do each other in being helpful,   

     encouraging one another and doing good.”  Hebrews 10:24

Dress Code

It has been brought to our attention by both male and female, youth and adults who attend Splash Camps, their concerns over the choice of clothing that is worn at camp.

The Bible teaches Christians to be careful and discreet about their inward attitudes, as well as outward appearance.  Since the Bible does not set absolute standards in dress, the Splash Ministries board has established the following standards consistent with Biblical principles.  As Christians, our dress should reflect that our bodies are the Temple of the Holy Spirit.  Our dress and appearance should be consistent with that thought.

Each Splash participant is expected to wear modest clothing that is to be worn in a way that is not distracting to others.  Clothes that do not allow a person to appear modest should not be worn to Splash Camp.  If there is a clothing item that is questionable, it should be avoided.

Minimum Suggestions for all Splash Camp Participants

1. All females are expected to wear a ONE-PIECE bathing suit. 

2. At no time should any clothing be skimpy, sheer or worn in a way to expose underwear.  Low cut pants are not acceptable.

3. Shorts and skirts should be modest in length – no short shorts.  A general guideline is that they should be at least to the fingertips when the arms are resting downward at the sides.

4. At no time should any shirt expose the midriff or be unbuttoned in an immodest manner.  Tops of any kind that are too low in the front or back, halter tops, strapless tops and spaghetti straps should not be worn.  Sleeveless garments right at the shoulder are permissible.

*Anyone who does not have a completed and signed Splash Camp Medical Release form will NOT be allowed to stay at camp.  

*It is imperative that we have a phone number where parent, guardian or relative can be reached while the youth are at camp.  Emergencies are rare, however when they do happen, it may be a matter of life or death for us to reach the parent or guardian.
